Home to the Stonor family for over 850
years, Stonor Park is one of the oldest
family homes still lived in today - but
it's no museum. As the oldest member
of the Stonor family, the house has a
thousand stories to tell. As well as being
architecturally fascinating, the house
contains a fine collection of furniture,
Old Master Paintings, drawings,
bronzes, wall papers and historic maps.
A special exhibition details the life of
St Edmund Campion who was hidden
at Stonor during the reformation.

The stunning gardens, first planted in
the 15th century and latterly designed
by Lady Camoys, are a treat for

visitors to explore, with vistas of the
surrounding ancient deer park beyond.
A stroll through this house and gardens
is a vivid walk through history.

At Stonor, we have over 40 years’
experience of welcoming groups of
visitors to our home. With so much to
see, Stonor is a perfect day out and can
be combined with a visit to Windsor
Castle, The Henley River and Rowing
Museum and the lovely Henley on
Thames town centre with its selection
of individual shops.

Tour Options

Private Guided Tour of
the House and Chapel

Enjoy a private guided tour of the House and
Chapel with one of our exceptional guides.
Their in-depth knowledge and warmth are a
highlight of a private tour of Stonor. The tour
takes an hour and a half. An additional private
guided tour of the garden can be added, or
you can enjoy the gardens in your own time.

Private Guided Tour of
the Medieval Garden

Let a Stonor Garden Guide lead you through
the seasonal highlights of the terraced
hillside, walled gardens and Ladies Walk.
Available any day during April to October.

Private Catholic Tour

Stonor is synonymous with the Catholic
struggle throughout the Reformation. The
house is closely associated with St Edmund
Campion, who hid here during the reign of
Queen Elizabeth | and printed his famous
‘Ten Reasons’ from a secret printing press in
the roof. The Catholic Chapel continues to be
used regularly to this day and Catholic groups
may like to consider celebrating Mass in the
Chapel during their visit, if accompanied by a
visiting priest. They can also enjoy the special
exhibition on St Edmund Campion’s life.

Between the M4 (J8/9) and the M40 (J6) on
the B480 Henley on Thames to Watlington
road. If arriving from the east on the M40
leave the motorway at J6, ignoring any
GPS instructions to leave at either J4 or
J5. The nearest railway station is Henley
on Thames, where taxis are available.

Accessibility

PLEASE NOTE: Stonor House is a medieval
building built into the side of a Chiltern
valley. There is a 3 minute walk from the
carpark to the house thus terrain may

not be suitable for certain visitors. The

only public facilities (including a disabled
loo) are available adjacent to the Visitor
Centre located in the main carpark.
